What is Title I?

[image: image2.wmf]Title I is a federal program that provides educational services to students.  The federal government provides money to school districts for use in hiring Title I staff, buying materials, teacher training, and parent involvement activities.  The program is based on the belief that student success is a shared responsibility among parents, students, teachers, aides, reading specialists, and school administrators. 
What Does Title I Look Like?

In reading, a reading specialist supports eligible children with instruction.  The students are usually in a small group setting and receive additional instruction which compliments the classroom instruction.  Support in mathematics is provided by a teacher and instructional aides, and is usually under the direction of the classroom teacher.  

How are Students Selected?


Multiple measures are used to determine student eligibility.  Performance on tests, parent recommendations and teacher recommendations are used to select students for Title I support.  Children with the greatest need are offered Title I reading and/or math services.

How are Parents Involved?


Parent involvement makes the Title I program successful.  Parents are encouraged to participate in school-sponsored parent workshops and Title I programs.


Title I has a Parent Advisory Council.  The council meets throughout the year to share ideas and offer suggestions for improvement.  Please consider joining the Parent Advisory Council!
Notification to Parents


Please know that we are here to help develop relationships with parents!  Please call the classroom teacher or the reading specialist at any time throughout the year if you have questions.


Parents of children in early grades sometimes are worried when they are notified that their child qualifies for Title I support.  Qualifying for Title I support does not imply that a learning disability is suspected.  The assessments used, indicate that extra, targeted support from Title I may benefit your child.  Title I is a one year program; each child is evaluated every year to determine if services are needed.  Parents who do not want their children to receive Title I support have a right to refuse services.
